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Failure to adhere to any of the following rules will result in disqualification: 

1. Contestant must hand in this test booklet and all printouts. Failure to do so will result in disqualification.

2. No equipment, supplies, or materials other than those specified for this event are allowed in the testing area.  No previous BPA tests and/or sample tests or facsimile (handwritten, photocopied, or keyed) are allowed in the testing area.

3. Electronic devices will be monitored according to ACT standards.

Prime numbers are numbers that have no other factors besides one and the number itself.  Some examples of prime numbers are:  2, 3, 5, 7, 11, 13, 17, 19, 23, 29, 31 & 37. Emirps are special cases of prime numbers.  A prime number is an emirp if it is still prime when its digits are reversed.  For example, 37 is an emirp because not only is it prime, but so too is 73 (the reverse of 37).
Write a program that will ask for a number.  Expect the user to enter only positive integers from 0 to 32,767.   Then tell if it is: "not prime", "a prime", or "an emirp".  The program should continue until a zero is entered.
