BCIS (I)/WPA Class Rules

(Room 229)

1. A weekly Hall Pass Log Book will be kept.  Only one Hall Pass per week will be allowed.  Subsequent hall passes will affect the week’s “Job Prepardness” grade (medical conditions will be evaluated on a case-by-case basis).  
2. You must be seated at your assigned workstation when the tardy bell begins to ring, and anyone not seated will be counted tardy.  You are expected to use your assigned workstation.

3. Come to class ready to learn, and respect each other.

4. Follow the dress-code.  
5. Take care of your workstation and textbook.  You are responsible for any damage caused deliberately to any books or equipment in the room.  Each student will be assigned a textbook or assignment binder to use in class.  
6. The Internet is an important tool for your success in the class.  It is a privilege not a right.  Don’t lose it!
7. Cheating will not be tolerated in any way.  

8. Music (without headphones) will not be allowed in the classroom.   Headphones will NOT be used (even if device is off) during any instruction or lecture.  When allowed, the earpiece closest to instructor must NOT be used.  If you want to keep your cell phone, be sure to turn it off and put it away while in class.  Visible cell phones will be picked-up and turned in to the office.

9. At the end of class, and once you are dismissed; be sure to push your chair underneath the desk, and clean your work area.
